The IGNOU Regional Centre  started its humble functioning in the  year 2009 from the IGNOU Study Centre (1401) at Institute 

of Management in Governance, Trivandrum. Subsequently, the Regional Centre was shifted to a rented building at Sreekaryam, 

Trivandrum and then in June 2011 to the present premises of Rajadhani Building, Killippalam, Karamana, Trivandrum which is  

situated in the heart of the City of Thiruvananthapuram. The Regional Centre is also in possession of one acre of land freely 

availed from the State Govt. of Kerala at Muttathara, Thiruvananthapuram for constructing its own building. The activities for  

construction of Regional Centre building are in pipe line.   

The Regional Centre at present functions through a network of 37 Learner Support Centres (LSCs) spread across three districts, 

Viz., Thiruvananthapuram, Kollam, Pathanamthitta of Kerala and three districts, Viz., Kanyakumari, Tirunelveli and Thoothukudi of 

Tamil Nadu. The network of Learner Support Centres of the region at present comprises of 14 Regular Study Centres,  

19 Programme Study Centres and 4 Special Study Centers. The Regional Centre has successfully activated centres for the marginal 

sections of the society - Women, Rural, Differently abled and Jail inmates. 

The Regional Centre has been experiencing a steady growth in enrolment during the past ten years. The Regional Centre with the 

assistance of the network of LSCs under its jurisdiction has activated 107 academic programmes offered by IGNOU. The Regional 

Centre Trivandrum has a cumulative strength of more than 13900 learners on roll ranging from functional literates to senior  

officers of the State / Central Govt. services and other reputed organizations.  
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
